Millions of people in Britain use their pet’s name
as their password. A new study has found that
15% of people choose a pet's name as their
password for websites and online accounts.

The NCSC who organised the survey has warned
that using passwords like these make it easy for
criminals to hack into accounts. They suggest
people use three unconnected words instead, such [ by pecRY

as ‘RedPantsTree’. These passwords are far less
easy to guess. NCSC - the National Cyber Security Centre
