CHILDREN’S UNIVERSITY -
WHAT IS IT?

Children’s University (CU) encourages children
and young people to take part in extra learning
activities in their own time (beyond the school
day). They earn 1 CU credit per hour they take
part, which leads to certificates and badges
between 30 credits (Bronze Award) and 100
credits (Gold Fellowship). Some are presented at
our Gold Awards Ceremonies (see the picture at
the top!). We know it makes a difference - pupils
have fun and make new friends as well as develop
confidence, motivation and essential life skills.
They're more likely to have better attendance,
make more progress and achieve more at school.
